The piano can send MIDI information to a computer or another MIDI-capable
instrument, via its MIDI or USB output. This enables the piano to act as a controller
keyboard for another instrument, MIDI sequencer or MIDI enabled Digital Audio
Workstation program.
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Factory Reset

Hold down the [+/YES] and [-/NO] buttons and press the [STANDBY/ON]button   
to turn on the piano, then your piano will be set back to factory defaults.

  When the instrument is turned on or off, a 
popping sound is temporarily produced.

  The volume is too soft.

  The sustain pedal seems to produce the 
opposite effect. Example pressing the 
footswitch deactivates the sustain, and 
releasing the footswitch triggers the sustain.

The polarity of the footswitch needs to be
correctly detected. Make sure the the
footswitch is properly connected. Turn the
piano on while not touching the pedal.
